7th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 
At the Rosecrance rehabilitation center in Rockford, Illi-

nois, both adolescents and adults come to be treated for 

serious addictions to drugs and alcohol. For many, their 

families have brought them there, no longer able to under-

stand, control, or live with a disease which threatens to 

take their loved one's life if allowed to continue. Caring 

counselors combine physiological and psychological treat-

ment, but also impart to the residents the need for a spiri-

tual awakening, a need to renew their faith, lift themselves 

up from their addiction and walk away. It's through the 

faith of others that they can do this. 

  

The crowds are banging on the door; Jesus is literally being 

kept from his teachings by the very people he is trying to 

reach. So overwhelming are they that they climb onto the 

roof of his house, and tearing a hole in it, they lower down 

a man paralyzed, begging Jesus to cure him. And he does, 

but the Gospel of Mark specifically says, "When Jesus saw 

their faith, he said to the paralytic, 'Child, your sins are for-

given.'" It is through the faith of those around the paralyzed 

man that his illness is relieved, and he is able to stand up 

and walk away. 

  

From its beginning through death, human life is surrounded 

by guardians, those whose watchful eyes offer care and 

intercession (CCC 336). No one is forgotten, no one is cast 

aside even though it seems no one cares. Even as Christ 

walked to Calvary and those who had followed him now 

turned their back on him, a woman steps forward to wipe 

the sweat and blood from his face, a man steps forward to 

carry his cross when he no longer can. Through the faith of 

others, we are never alone.

LENTEN ABSTINENCE 
 

Please remember that Ash Wednesday (February 25th) and 

Good Friday (April 10th) are days of abstinence from meat 

and also days of fast.   The law of abstinence binds all 

Catholics  14 years and older.  The law of fasting binds all 

Catholics from their 18th birthday until their 59th birthday 

(Canons 97 and 1252). 

 

The teaching of the Holy Father may be simply para-

phrased:  the obligation to do penance is a serious one; the 

obligation to observe, as a whole or substantially, the peni-

tential days specified by the Church is also serious.  No one 

should be scrupulous in this regard; failure to observe an 

individual day of penance is not considered serious.  People 

should seek to do more rather than less.  Fast and absti-

nence on the days prescribed should be considered a mini-

mum response to the Lord’s call to penance and conversion.

PRAYING LENT  

LENT -2009 
 

 

Lent offers us all a very special opportunity to grow in our relationship with God and to deepen 

our commitment to a way of life, rooted in Baptism. In this busy world, Lent provides us with an 

opportunity to reflect on our patterns, to pray more deeply, experience sorrow for what we have 

done and failed to do, and to be generous to those in need.  

 

At the present time, our community is experiencing many problems for our families and 

neighbors. Recently these bullet points were high lighted in the newspaper: 

 

 In Dec. 2008, the unemployment rate in Stark County was 8%. In December 

2008, the unemployment rate in Canton was 9.2%. 

 The wage needed to afford a two-bedroom apartment in Stark County is 

$12.02 per hour. In 2008, 50% of Stark County workers earned less than 

$12.00 an hour. 

 In 2007, 80% of single females with children under the age of 5 in Canton 

live in poverty.  

 In May 2008, 34,914 Stark County residents received food assistance (75% 

was non –public assistance). 

 Stark County Department of Job and Family Service have increased the re-

quest for food stamps by over 1000 applications each month for the last 3 

months of 2008. 

 The number of homeless people served by the Homeless Hotline increased 

by 12% from 2007 to 2008. 

 Approximately 25% of the individuals served by the Homeless Hotline are 

children. 

 

So many people in our community depend on our food pantry to make it through the month. 

Many items can not be purchased with food stamps, such as washing detergent, soap, toilet paper 

(any thing that is taxable). It makes it impossible to live depending solely on food stamps.  Many 

individuals are not even eligible to apply for food stamps.  

 

They come to St. John’s to help their families survive. This Lent we are going to collect these 

“taxable” items as well as food to build up our pantry in order to help our friends and neighbors 

(see weekly schedule).  

 

 



WEEKLY SCHEDULE 
 

 

A little history - In 2007 St. John’s had to purchase an average of 196 food items each month, and 

in 2008 it went to 480 per month.  In that same time period, the number of clients increased from 

an average of 76 to 122 per month (a 61.5% increase).  So many people depend on our charity.  

We want to do God’s work for all people. 

 

WEEK 1 

Personal Hygiene – shampoo, deodorant, bar soap, powder, toothpaste and brushes, razors, razor 

blades, shaving crème, hand or body lotion. 

 

 

WEEK 2 

Food - soup (crackers), pork and beans, vegetables, fruit, peanut butter (or jelly), tuna, ramen 

noodles, macaroni and cheese, a meat dish (spaghetti with sauce, ravioli, beefaroni, beef stew, 

chili etc.).  Other food items such as cereal (hot or cold), rice and pasta side dishes, cake mixes, 

jello, pudding, juices and crackers are also appreciated. 

 

 

WEEK 3 

Laundry, Cleaning – laundry detergent, dishwashing soap, fabric softener, any thing for house-

hold cleaning. 

 

 

WEEK 4 

Food - soup (crackers), pork and beans, vegetables, fruit, peanut butter (or jelly), tuna, ramen 

noodles, macaroni and cheese, a meat dish (spaghetti with sauce, ravioli, beefaroni, beef stew, 

chili etc.).  Other food items such as cereal (hot or cold), rice and pasta side dishes, cake mixes, 

jello, pudding, juices and crackers are also appreciated. 

 

 

WEEK 5 

Paper Products – toilet paper, paper towels, Kleenex, feminine hygiene. 

 

 

WEEK 6 

Child Care – Pampers, wipes, baby lotion, baby cereal, anything for the care of the child. 

 

Of course we will be grateful for any item or cash contributions at any time.  The items listed here 

are just some examples of things we need to help keep our Pantry serving our community.
