2nd Sunday in Ordinary Time

Men have a habit that apparently is not shared by their
wives. It's called pantry grazing, or cabinet surfing, or raid-
ing the refrigerator. It is a simple process in which we hear
a little voice in our heads (or our stomachs) which com-
mands us to find something to eat. Now, most of us are
pretty clueless when it comes to what exactly we want or
where exactly we might find it. We do our best to graze the
pantry or surf the cabinets in solitude, but the minute we
open that refrigerator door, our wives are suddenly stand-
ing behind us, asking "What are you looking for?"

What are you looking for? Some people spend their entire
lives trying to "find themselves" or "find the meaning of
life." Sadly, some find neither. Two of John the Baptist's
followers were with him when Jesus walked by one day.
"Behold, the Lamb of God," John said to them. Immedi-
ately, they wanted to be with him, referring to him as rabbi,
or teacher. Andrew introduced his brother Simon to Jesus
who immediately changed Simon's name to Peter. In this
short period of time, these men found the meaning of life-
and themselves.

Today's Gospel reading from John tells of the beginning of
Jesus' other family, his disciples. The Catechism of the
Catholic Church reminds us that "the Christian family is a
communion of persons, a sign and image of the commun-
ion of the Father and the Son in the Holy Spirit" (CCC
2205). By praying daily and reading the word of God, we
strengthen our families and further our ability to spread the
Gospel of the Lord, just as those called to Jesus' other fam-
ily were able to do when they found what they were look-
ing for.

St. John Guild

Dear parishioners
Many of you asked what St. John Guild is all about, and why should I be involved. Good questions??

What started many decades ago was originally known as St. John's Altar Guild and Rosary Society. At that time,
the society was only for the women of the parish, the men had their own men's club. The purpose of the society
was to recite the Rosary on a regular basis and to care for the needs of the church sanctuary. For example purchas-
ing of altar candles, cleaning all altar linens, purchasing altar flowers, and cleaning up the sanctuary of the church.

Over the years, the name Altar Rosary Society was changed to St. John Guild and added areas of parish concern
were assumed by St. John's Guild. For example the Guild would provide the Christmas and Easter decorations, the
purchase of the parish Nativity Set and advent wreath, refurbishing all of the altar candlesticks and the Paschal
candle, and the purchase of new choir hymnals and liturgical books for the altar.

Most importantly St. John's Guild which now includes the men of the parish, has established a parish outreach
fund for the needy of the community. This fund provides financial assistance for the parish Thanksgiving and
Christmas Day dinners, meals and clothing for the needy, and by with through agencies such as Community Ser-
vice, Catholic Charities, Canton ex-Newsboys just to name a few.

One of the benefits of membership in St. John's Guild is a mass at the time of death and there is a monthly mass
said for the intention of all of the living and deceased members of the Guild each year.

The Guild's concern is with the decline in parish membership comes the decline in the Guild membership, with
that decline in Guild membership comes a decline in service and active participation of the Guild in parish product
projects.

To become a member of St. John Guild you simply have to pay the annual dues of $5.00 (envelope provided in
Parish contribution packets) and become actively involved by attending the bi-monthly meetings and becoming
involved in St. John Guild’s ongoing projects, like the Diocesan Wedding Anniversary Reception, the Annual
Card Party, Confirmation Receptions, Covered Dish Supper and the annual Parish Christmas Party.

The goal of the Guild is to get to know the parishioners of St. John Parish, to work together for the spiritual and
social welfare of our parish and civic community, and to praise the Lord through worshiping and praying with and

for one another.
