15th Sunday in Ordinary Time

Sometimes, it feels as if we live in a world of contradic-
tions. Take traveling for example; the Boy Scout in us tells
us to be prepared. This means packing for nearly every
imaginable weather scenario from blizzards to sandstorms.
But the practical person within us knows that the lighter we
travel, the easier a time we will have of it. This is espe-
cially true if we're flying; between extra costs for extra
bags and long lines at baggage pickup, we're better off with
just a small carry-on containing the bare essentials. And
really, don't we only need the essentials?

In today's Gospel, Jesus has gathered his Twelve Apostles
together and is preparing to send them out to heal those
afflicted with unclean spirits. He instructs them to carry
nothing, only a walking stick, their sandals and a single
tunic. He assures them their needs will be satisfied. Those
who listen to their preaching will help them; but should
their preaching be ignored, they can quickly and efficiently
move on to the next person. In this lesson, we learn to rid
ourselves of the excess baggage in our lives, freeing us to
seek a closer relationship with God.

Jesus did not instruct his disciples to preach to any one
type of person, he only gave them the power to cleanse the
spirit. In other words, he sent them out to free the people of
the burdens of sin and make them able to accept the many
and diverse gifts of God (CCC 814). Each day, we are
given a wonderful opportunity to cast off the burdens and
the excesses of every day life-shake the dust from our san-
dals-to make room for the gifts of God. And with these
gifts, we are also given the responsibility of sharing their
beauty with all those who would listen.
