The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ

Recently, we attended the wake of a dear friend who had
succumbed to cancer. She was in her early 70s, and had
three grown children, all married. Over the years, the fam-
ily had grown distant; the siblings were leading their lives
with problems of their own and had little contact with their
mother. Yet at the wake, they seemed to come together,
realizing that everything they were, all of their traits and
values and loves and struggles, were given to them by their
mother. In her death, they came to know that they were
given the greatest gift, the gift of life.

Today, we celebrate the feast of the Most Holy Body and
Blood of Christ. We are called to reflect and renew our
faith in the saving nourishment of the Fucharist. At the
Last Supper, Jesus broke the bread and poured the wine,
instructing his disciples not only to eat and drink in his
memory, but to do so with others who would believe. All
that he was, he wanted to give to the world. And as he fore-
told in the distribution of the loaves and fishes, each of us
who receives him is to give him as well.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church defines the Eucha-
rist this way: "The Eucharist is a sacrifice of thanksgiving
to the Father, a blessing by which the Church expresses her
gratitude to God for all his benefits, for all that he has ac-
complished through creation, redemption, and sanctifica-
tion. Eucharist means first of all 'thanksgiving" (CCC
1360). As we approach the altar prepared to receive the
body and blood of Christ, perhaps we would do well to
remember the sacrifice he gave for us-his very life. In do-
ing so, we realize that sense of thanksgiving that embodies
the Eucharist.
