LENTEN ABSTINENCE

Please remember that Ash Wednesday (February 25th) and
Good Friday (April 10th) are days of abstinence from meat
and also days of fast. The law of abstinence binds all
Catholics 14 years and older. The law of fasting binds all
Catholics from their 18th birthday until their 59th birthday
(Canons 97 and 1252).

The teaching of the Holy Father may be simply para-
phrased: the obligation to do penance is a serious one; the
obligation to observe, as a whole or substantially, the peni-
tential days specified by the Church is also serious. No
one should be scrupulous in this regard; failure to observe
an individual day of penance is not considered serious.
People should seek to do more rather than less. Fast and
abstinence on the days prescribed should be considered a
minimum response to the Lord’s call to penance and con-
version.

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The Rite of Sending and the Rite of Election

At the conclusion of the period of the catechumenate, the
Rite of Sending of the catechumens and those seeking full
initiation into the Church and to their election by the bishop
is to be celebrated in the local parish. It is within the local
parish that the preliminary judgment is made concerning the
state of their formation and progress occurs. This rite oc-
curs in the local community to express it’s approval of
those who have been praying and studying for an extended
period of time and they are sent forth from the local parish
to the celebration of the Rite of Election assured of the par-
ish’s care, prayers, and support.

The second step in Christian initiation is the liturgical Rite
of Sending and Rite of Election with it’s Enrollment of
Names normally celebrated on the first Sunday of Lent.
The celebration of the Rite of Election also marks the be-
ginning of the period of final, more intense preparation for
the sacraments of initiation at the next Easter Vigil during
which time they will be encouraged to follow Christ with
greater generosity. The names recorded at the parish in the
Rite of Sending will be presented to the bishop because of
the Church’s concern for the catechumens. The rite is
called election because the acceptance made by the Church
is founded on the election by God, in whose name the
Church acts.

The Rite of Sending for St” John’s RCIA members will oc-
cur at the 10:30 AM Mass on the 1* Sunday of Lent and the
rite of Election will celebrated with Bishop Murry Sunday
evening at 6:00 PM at St. Joseph’s Church - Canton.
